
 

 

 
 
 
 
REQ-2.2 RESONANCE EQUALISER 
INSTRUCTIONS FOR REMOVING BAND CARDS FROM THE UNIT.  

 
(November 2011)  
 
1] You will need a good quality Pozi-drive screw driver of the correct size (No-2) to fit the screws used 
on the unit.  You will also need a little patience as it can be a fiddly job. 
 
2] Remove all the 9 screws from the REQ top panel (lid) and set it aside.  Note the screws into the 
side extrusions can be tight, so the correct screw driver is important to prevent stripping out the heads 
of the screws. 
 
3] You will see the REQ band cards behind each set of controls.  Identify the cards you wish to 
remove and flip the REQ onto it’s side so you can access the screws on the bottom panel. 
 
4] Each card is held to the bottom panel with 1 screw.  Use the locator picture in this document to 
remove the correct screw for the cards you wish to remove. 
 
5] Return unit to upside and lift off the CONNECTOR PCB’s from the band cards.  These are just 
push fit and it may make it easier to remove them completely from the unit by unplugging the wire 
looms. 
 
Please note when replacing the connector boards you  must carefully check the pins are 
aligned to the sockets, otherwise the unit will fai l to function properly.  It’s very easy to plug 
these boards back in the wrong position. 
 
6] Now remove the two GUIDE BRACE SCREWS holding the TIE BAR in place and remove it.  (A 
magnetic screw driver is useful in preventing the screws falling into the unit). You may slide the rear 
GUIDE BRACE off the plastic card guides to make access easier, but it’s not necessary. The front 
guide brace can stay put. 
 
 [In some REQ units you may see a mu-metal curtain attached to the rear guide brace, watch out for 
the sharp edge of these]. 
 
7] You can now slide up the cards you wish to extract from the unit and unplug the connectors as you 
go.  Note the power connector which is on the lower rear edge of the card can be tight to remove.  
Theses connectors have a locking lever than needs to be pressed before they will detach.  Long nose 
pliers are helpful to unplug it taking care not to damage the connector. 
 
Please note that the red and black wire that connec ts the front panel PEAK led to the rear I/O 
card can get caught up when sliding out the cards, so take care of this. 
 
8] Replacing the cards is the reverse order of these instructions. 
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
